Memorising words

· cards with pictures of trees at different seasons

(see Picture box 2 – the pictures have been painted by famous painters. Learners will probably know some of them and could tell what they know about them)

!! Tip for the teacher: let guess the other groups about which season one group is reporting (10 questions game)
· Intercultural part

· Creativity part : dictionaries should be brought by the learners

· the same cards / pictures as above (see Pictures box 2)

!! Tip for the teacher: leave students use their own imagination and fantasy! You could also ask them to bring their favourite picture. They could find reproductions in books or in internet.
	· give the students each a card to form group of  3 or 4 students

· students go back to former centuries or imagine future centuries, e.g.:

one group lives during the Roman era (Cesar).

One group lives during the Middle Age era.

One group at the beginning of the industrial revolution (1890-1910).

One group at the beginning of the 25th century.

a) for which purposes are trees and wood used in each century – each group takes notes of the brainstorming (that could be a good homework to involve research in internet)

b) report to the class

· Ask learners to make a list/cards with the seasons, the months, the festivities over the year and to write them on cards  (e.g. Spring, summer, August, September,…, Christmas, Easter, Whitsuntide,…)

· These cards should be added to the “trees” cards according to the season (e.g. a card with the word “April” will be laid next to the tree in spring)
· Learners should try to explain the similarities and differences between the trees in the different seasons (some nearly don´t change as a fir-tree…) (e.g. “At springtime trees start to sprout their buds. During the summer fruits grow on the trees,….”)
· Learners should place the cards next to the right season and discuss if the result of their choice will be the same in all Europe or quite different depending of the geographical situation of a country     (e.g.  Has  the word “cold” the same meaning  for a Finn or for an Italian…?)
· Learners are asked to describe the people on the pictures and to give as many information as possible about the situation and the relationship between them. (e.g. Picture :               The lady with the dark blue dress is 47 years old. Her name is Maria. She is Esther´s mother, the young woman  with the white dress. But Maria is not really happy, she has got a terrible secret…)
· The learners create an album with the pictures and a descriptive text for each.
