	· Walt Disney started very successfully to bring out classic tales as movies. Songs were written for each of them. Lots of them are known all over the world.

· In teams of two persons learners/students listened to very short part of different songs and write on a sheet from which movie they are.

· After listening twice to the tape each team gives his list to the following team (right side).

· The teacher gives the solution during listening a 3rd time to the tape

· Each right answer gets 1 point. The team with the most points is the winner team.
