Directions:

1. Play the game in groups of four and in the group organize pairwork.

2. Each pair uses a different small object as a marker, e.g. a coin.

3. Each pair put the coin on "START".
4. Each pair throw the dice and the higher number begin.

5. Move your marker according to the number on the dice.

6. If you land on the yellow colour, you take the category card and choose the city, which you´d like to work with, creating a dialogue according with the advice of your colour category. The questions and answers are given one after the other.

7. If you are correct, the contrary player´s team will say "stay there". But if you are not correct, you must move back to your original position. (the goal of this part of the activity is to give the learners the possibility to correct each other in a playing situation).

	· The Old Town of Bamberg is included in the UNESCO World Heritage, since it has retained its medieval look and was one of the few German cities that sustained virtually no damage during WWII. 2005 the city established a documentation centre to support World Heritage activities. Some of the main sights are:

· Cathedral (1237), with the tombs of emperor Henry II and Pope Clement II. 

· Alte Hofhaltung, residence of the bishops in the 16th and 17th centuries 

· Neue Residenz, residence of the bishops after the 17th century 

· Old Town Hall (1386), built in the middle of the Regnitz River, accessible by two bridges 

· Klein-Venedig ("Little Venice"), a colony of picturesque fishermen's houses from the 19th century along one side of the river Regnitz. 
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	Annex 4
	Regensburg
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	Located on the Danube river in Bavaria, this medieval town contains many buildings of exceptional quality that testify to its history as a trading centre and to its influence on the region as of the 9th century. It has preserved a notable number of historic structures spanning some two millennia, including ancient Roman, Romanesque and Gothic buildings. Regensburg’s 11th - 13th -century architecture – including the market, City Hall and Cathedral, still defines the character of the town marked by tall buildings, dark, narrow lanes, and strong fortifications. The buildings include medieval Patrician houses and towers, a large number of churches and monastic ensembles as well as the Old Bridge, which dates from the 12th century. The town is also remarkable for the vestiges that testify to its rich institutional and religious history as one of the centres of the Holy Roman Empire that turned to Protestantism

	Würzburg
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	This magnificent Baroque palace – one of the largest and most beautiful in Germany and surrounded by wonderful gardens – was created under the patronage of the prince-bishops Lothar Franz and Friedrich Carl von Schönborn. It was built and decorated in the 18th century by an international team of architects, painters (including Tiepolo), sculptors and stucco-workers, led by Balthasar Neumann.

	Wieskirche
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	Miraculously preserved in the beautiful setting of an Alpine valley, the Church of Wies (1745–54), the work of architect Dominikus Zimmermann, is a masterpiece of Bavarian Rococo – exuberant, colourful and joyful.

In the Wies Church rococo art reached a unique perfection. This masterpiece, created by the brothers Dominikus and Johann Baptist Zimmermann of Wessobrunn, was given international recognition a few years ago, when it was inscribed by UNESCO, the culture organization of the U.N., as a cultural site on the World Heritage List

Every pilgrim and visitor to the Wies Church is rewarded by the magnificence and harmony of the wonderful song Zimmermann called forth in building the Wies Church. When the visitor, in encountering the resounding four-tone chord of art, theology, light and music, experiences the total beauty of the Wies, he can experience what the builder of the church, Abbot Marianus II Mayer, expressed:

"Hoc loco habitat fortuna, hic quiescit cor."
(In this place abideth happiness, here the heart findeth peace)

The Wieschurch is situated near by the castles Neu Schwanstein and Linderhof.
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
